              Primary Pupil Acceptable Use - Agreement / eSafety Rules

· I will only use ICT systems in school, including the internet, e-mail, digital video, mobile technologies, etc. for school purposes. 

· I will not download or install software on school technologies.

· I will only log on to the school network/ Learning Platform with my own user name and password.

· I will follow the schools ICT security system and not reveal my passwords to anyone and change them regularly.  

· I will only use my school e-mail address.

· I will make sure that all ICT communications with pupils, teachers or others is responsible and sensible.
· I will be responsible for my behavior when using the Internet.  This includes resources I access and the language I use.

· I will not deliberately browse, download, upload or forward material that could be considered offensive or illegal.   If I accidentally come across any such material I will report it immediately to my teacher.

· I will not give out any personal information such as name, phone number or address.  I will not arrange to meet someone unless this is part of a school project approved by my teacher.

· Images of pupil’s and/ or staff will only be taken, stored and used for school purposes inline with school policy and not be distributed outside the school network without the permission of Mr M. Bell

· I will ensure that my online activity, both in school and outside school, will not cause my school, the staff, pupils or others distress or bring into disrepute.

· I will respect the privacy and ownership of others’ work on-line at all times.

· I will not attempt to bypass the Internet filtering system.

· I understand that all my use of the Internet and other related technologies can be monitored and logged and can be made available to my teachers.

I understand that these rules are designed to keep me safe and that if they are not followed, school sanctions will be applied and my parent/ carer may be contacted.
Monitoring

Once this policy has been ratified by the School’s Governors it should be issued to all personnel, including Governors and pupils, involved in the working of the school.

The Acceptable Use of ICT Agreement should be issued to the appropriate user for signature and collated by a designated member of staff. 

Schools should ensure that all persons, including Governors and pupils, who join the establishment mid year are provided with the policy and agreement.

As part of the ongoing esafety of our Teachers and children in school we are under the auspices of the Northumberland Education authority installing in our school the following program

The Morpeth Road Primary School will use the PCE (Policy Central Enterprise) monitoring system. 

As part of their duty of care services working with children and young people we have a legal obligation to closely monitor access to their network system.

 The e-safety software monitors for computer misuse only - such as pupils attempting to access inappropriate gaming or pornographic websites and for external threats to any computer user, for example by a paedophile or cyber-bully. The e-safety software monitors Internet, Virtual Learning Platform, email, Instant Messaging and chat room activities and, importantly, offline activities such as pupils using Microsoft Word or Excel. This system will run on all curriculum PCs and Laptops used by the School staff and pupils.
