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The Autumn term topic for year 3 is  The Groovy Greeks

In Language and  Literacy we will be covering


Aesop's Fables


Learn simplified Greek Alphabet and write simple messages.      


Hot seating of Greek gods.


Role-play of myths and legends in a Greek theatre using masks made in D.T.


Study of main Greek myths (Theseus, Perseus, Cyclops, Wooden Horse)


Plan and write own Quest Myth with characters settings, a plot, a quest, who, why, when, how etc.


In Mathematics we will be covering;:


To identify right angles in Greek patterns


To identify lines of Symmetry (rotational and reflective)


To make an Abacus from wood and discs to use on it from clay.  Use it for Place Value, adding and subtracting up to 4 numbers, displaying simple graphs and doing role-play like Greek boys at school.


Learn Greek numbers and do simple calculations.


Bar Graphs of favourite Myths & gods & goddesses.�
In Knowledge and Understanding we will be covering:


Use sources of information, including ICT to find out about events, people and changes. -ICT


Main events and changes in Ancient Greece. - History


Atlas and map work on Greece. Where is it? How long would it take to get there? - Geography


Identify places of interest. e.g. Where is Troy? Who lived on Mount Olympus? - Geography


Which paper is the most absorbent? - Science     


Make a theatre and masks representing Greek historical features. – History / Design and Technology�
In Physical Development. we will be covering:


Orienteering and outdoor pursuits and Netball


Val Sabin's Theseus and the Minotaur dance in 6 lessons


Choreograph and perform Zorba's dance.


Olympic Games, then and now.


In Personal Social and Emotional we will be covering:


Greek schooling--was it fair that only boys could go to school to be educated?


A woman's place is at the loom, in the home. Was that fair?


Citizens and Slaves in Ancient Greece. Fair or not?


SEALS – New Beginnings and Getting on and Falling out


In Creative Development we will be covering:


Study Greek pattern from Greek plates and vases.


Make their own little thumb pot in clay with a Greek design on it. Make a symmetrical plate


Enact stories from Greek Mythology; wearing costumes they have printed patterns on to hems.


Make shields, weapons, a model of the horse of Troy and dress the soldiers in fighting poses.


Role-play the Greek & Spartan ways of life in P4C.


Listen to Greek music focussing on repeated patterns within music and exploring how sounds can be combined.
