In Language and Literacy we will be covering

Invent diary entries using the dates of real life events.

In Mathematics we will be covering;


Problem solving using the rules of measurement. by organizing and interpreting numerical data in simple lists, tables and graphs. (Distances, time, weight and mass etc)


2, 5 and 10 times tables ongoing throughout the year.


Addition and subtraction calculations.


Place value to 1000, understanding the digits’ values and the importance of zero as a placeholder.


In Knowledge and Understanding we will be covering:


Conducting fair tests with light / shadow and Rocks /soils. - Science


To use old maps of Blyth and identify changes and reasons for them. - Geography


History of Blyth through its industries – coal mining, fishing, ship building, ship panning and rope making.


Use ICT to research events and changes. – ICT


Make a model of a coalmine, complete with authentic machinery, old-fashioned bread making and recreating a typical wash day without electricity.


Proggy and Hooky mat making – Visits to Woodhorn Colliery Museum and walking through Blyth.


In Physical Development. we will be covering:
